June Gardening Tips 
• Check your sprinklers and 

irrigation systems for leaks, 
broken heads, and 
malfunctions before the hot 
weather starts!  
 

• Shrubs & Roses: For most 
drip or spray systems, once a 
week for one hour should be 
adequate. Remember to avoid 
direct water on rose foliage 
unless you water early in the 
morning to avoid mold. 
 

• Lawns: Should be watered 1-2 
times a week for one-half to 
one hour to encourage deep 
root systems. 
 

• Trees: Water established trees 
once a month July through 
September for a few hours with 
bubblers at the drip line to 
ensure a deep soaking.  
 

• Veggies: Soaker hoses work 
great for vegetable gardens. 
Run them 1-2 times per week 
for 2-3 hours. Turn pressure on 
until you count one drip every 3 
seconds along the entire line.

50% will cover law enforcement resources such as bicycle and under cover 
patrol officers.50% will be allocated to programs targeted to community 
improvement and youth development. A new grant application will be submitted 
at the end of May for an additional $50K in special emphasis funding. These 
funds will cover the implementation of a Neighborhood Watch and after 
additional school youth programs. 

Officers from the SJPD and the Santa Clara County Sheriff’s provided a 
crime report for the area for 2004/2005, and shared information about crime 
related activity in the community, as well as the new programs to help.  

A generous donation of $250.00 was received to purchase an outdoor bulletin 
board for the BCA news!

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What to Do with Lost & Found Animals in the Burbank.  
It is important that we take care of our furry friends and help those who have lost 
their way to find their way back home.  
If you see an animal that you think may be a stray, 
here are some helpful resources:   
Lost Pet, Homeless Stray or Feral Cat Colony? 
• Does it look like it is in good physical condition? 
• Does it appear to be well fed? 
• Does it have a clean coat? 
• Is the animal, easy to approach? 
• Does it have a collar or ID tag? 
• Lost or stray PETS will have the appearance of being domesticated. Cats 

that have been strayed for a long time or are feral are usually wild and have 
had little to no human contact. They may live in colonies and can reproduce 
at a very rapid rate. See information below on what you can do to help. 
 

Locating Your Lost Pet or Finding the Owner of a Found Animal 
If you have lost or found an animal you need to take quick action. With any ads 
please be VERY descriptive about colors, markings, characteristics, the location 
of where it was lost or found, and include pictures.  
• Post an ad on www.craigslist.org web site under the Lost + Found section. 
• Post on ad on the http://www.pets911.com/ web site.  
• Check the County Web site: http://www.sccgov.org/ for additional resources. 
• Take the animal to a place that can scan them for a micro chip. 
• Place an ad in your local papers, shelters, and rescue organizations.   
• Create flyers with pictures and a detailed description. 
• Put a message on your answering machine/voice mail that says, "If you are 

calling about our lost pet, please call us on our cell phone at 555-555-5555." 
• Talk to your mail carrier, neighbors, and kids. 
• If someone comes to claim an animal in your possession, make sure they 

are legitimate. 
 

What if the cat(s) I am seeing in my neighborhood are FERAL? 
Stray and feral cats can be seen in most neighborhoods. Discarded by their 
owners, stray cats struggle to survive. Even with only scraps of food these cats 
will breed and create colonies of many cats. The feral offspring who are raised in 
the wild, are elusive and do not trust humans. If you see cats in your 
neighborhood that fit this description, contact the Silicon Valley Friends of Ferals 
organization at http://www.svff.org/ They provide many services including the 
Trap-Test-Vaccinate-Alter-Release (TTVAR) Program which helps to 
humanely control feral cat populations.  
 
Do the right thing for the furry friends in your neighborhood. They need your help 
to live healthier lives. Our shared space is much nicer when everyone and 
everything is living in harmony.

Zucchini & Mushroom Kabobs

3 zucchinis cut into 8 pieces each 
24 button mushrooms 
8 wooden skewers, soaked in water 
for 30 minutes and drained 
¼ cup balsamic vinegar 
¼ cup extra-virgin olive oil 
1 tablespoon dried basil 
Kosher salt & freshly ground 
pepper, to taste 
 
Directions 
Thread the zucchini pieces and 
mushrooms alternately onto the 
soaked skewers. 
In a small mixing bowl, whisk 
together the vinegar, oil, dried basil 
and salt and pepper. Pour the 
marinade over the skewers and roll 
skewers in marinade to coat evenly. 
Grill vegetable kabobs over medium 
heat, turning often, until the 
vegetables are tender.
