SWINE FLU

Swine flu is a respiratory disease of pigs
caused by type A influenza virus. Swine flu
virus regularly causes outbreaks in pigs but
rarely affects humans. Occasionally there
have been human infections of swine flu and
in this current situation there is evidence of
person-to-person transmission.

Symptoms include fever of 100 or higher;
body aches, cough; sore throat; chills;
trouble breathing; vomiting.

If you experience these symptoms contact
your health care provider. If you are sick stay
home from work or school to help limit the
spread of the illness.
